Dialysis Nurse: 
The Dialysis Nurse must have equivalent qualifications, competence and function in the same role as employed 
individuals performing the same or similar services at the facility, as defined by facility job description.

o Administration of blood 
o Waived testing as defined by the facility 
o Use of Restraints or seclusion 
o Participation in patient consent process  
o Pain management 
o Coordination of care with other disciplines 
o Nutritional care 
o Hygiene (i.e., oral care, bathing) 
o Participation in operative or invasive procedures 

• Participation in use of moderate sedation   
• Maintains and secures patient data and records 
• Documents care provided and procedure performed in the medical record as defined by facility policy 
• Demonstrates Clinical and Service excellence behaviors to include code of HCA Healthcare conduct core 

fundamentals in daily interactions with patients, families, co-workers and physicians.

• Healthcare facilities including but not limited to hospitals, outpatient treatment facilities, imaging
