be determined by a qualified professional
e This does NOT include the prescribing of medications.
e Plan, implement, and evaluate treatment plans using counseling treatment interventions that may
include counseling, assessment, consulting, and referral.
e Are not qualified to treat individuals with a mental health disorder or provide family counseling to
individuals whose presenting problems do not include chemical dependency.
e Demonstrates Clinical and Service excellence behaviors to include code of HCA Healthcare conduct core
fundamentals in daily interactions with patients, families, co-workers and physicians.

Setting(s):
e Healthcare facilities including but not limited to hospitals, outpatient treatment facilities, imaging
centers, and physician practices

Supervision:
e Direct supervision by psychiatrist with medical privileges at practicing facility.

Evaluator: Department Medical director or designee in conjunction with supervising physician.
