• Reviews and records appropriate patient history and supporting clinical data 
• Observes, evaluates and reports clinical findings to the supervising physician 

o Documents these findings in the medical record 
• Provides patient and family education regarding PICC lines and other central venous access devices 
• Reviews and records patient history and supporting clinical data 
• Responsible for obtaining a written consent from the patient. 
• Responsible for the first dressing change following a procedure the next day 
• Prepares patient for procedure 
• Patient monitoring and procedure documentation 
• Demonstrates Clinical and Service excellence behaviors to include code of HCA Healthcare conduct core 

fundamentals in daily interactions with patients, families, co-workers and physicians. 
Setting(s):  

• Healthcare facilities including but not limited to hospitals in-patient and out-patient. 
Supervision:   

• Indirect supervision by an Anesthesiologist or Radiologist.

• After procedure cleansing the site and applying the dressing 
• PICC Line Insertions: 

o CEU for Peripherally Inserted Central Catheters (PICC Lines) and Midlines 
o Validation for competency as defined by vendor  

• Accesses the patient medical record appropriately 
o Documents in the medical record according to the facility standard / policy 

• Collaborates and communicates effectively with patient, significant other, family, care team, hospital 
staff and attending physician.
