• Operation of the Lithotripter 
• Quality control checks of Lithotripter 
• Installation and dismantling of the equipment 
• Equipment troubleshooting

o Therapy head movement, locks and switches, hand-control unit and bellow inspection 
o Calibration – targeting, warm-up and error messages 
o Ultrasound System – Major features and switches 
o Therapy Table – Features, handling and set-up

o Practices consistent hand hygiene 
o Uses personal protective equipment (PPE) when required 
o Required immunizations per Division requirements  
o Complies with Isolation precautions 
o Complies with required surgical attire 
o Maintains sterile field
